A relatively mild winter helped birders find a record
number of species on the christmas Bird count, but it
also may account for the lack of winter finches.

white Pelicans continued to show up at the mouth of
the Fox River and were also seen on the christmas Bird
count. Further down the Fox River at Kaukauna up to
12 Bald Eagles have been wintering. A lone Harlequin
Duck has also been seen in the area of the 1000 lsland
Nature Center in Kaukauna.

An interesting unconfirmed report ol a say's phoebe
near Algoma by Joe Musial occurred in December. This
bird is accidental in Wisconsin.

Snowy Owls were seen in the Bay on December 4
by Maureen Birk and reported in downtown Green Bay
near the museum by several observers. Two Northern
Shrikes were reported-one on the UWGB campus by
Gary Fewless and one on Broadway in downtown Green
Bay by Jerry Lemerond.

A Red-shouldered Hawk has been observed
intermittently along Hwy. 41 between Lombardi and 9th
St. One was seen regularly at this location two years
ago.

In Manitowoc, the Marina has yielded some good
birds including a Snowy Owl, a Carolina Wren and a
Great Black-back Gull, seen on December 271h.

In Door County at Newport Beach State park,
reports of Bald Eagles, Old Squam and pine Siskins
(absent last year) are the highlights. your author
spotted a Sharp-shinned Hawk leasting on a Downy
Woodpecker in the park on January 30th.

The best birding areas for February include the open
waters of the Fox River and along Lake Michigan.

Christmas
Bird Count

The 1992 Christmas Bird Count experienced the
highest species number (63) recorded so far, beating
the 62 species seen in 1989. Total numbers were very
high (18,568) but not as high as the 2A,Sg2 noted last
year.

Unusual sightings this year included: Batd Eagles,
Kingfisher, White Pelicans, White-winged Crossbi l ls,
Golden-crowned Kinglets, Brown Thrasher and a variety
of waterfowl. A large number of relatively uncommon
birds also were seen: Redpoll, Grackle, Red-winged
Blackbirds, Brown-headed Cowbirds, Song Sparrows,
White-throated Sparrow, Robins, Cedar Waxwings and
Red-headed Woodpecker. Ty and lda Baumann saw
the most species (37) and the greatest number of
unusual birds.

Weather was excellent as Christmas Bird Count
weather goes. The mild weather is probably the biggest
factor for the high number of species on this count.
